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Some seed fell among thorns, and 
the thorns grew up and choked it. 
But some seed fell on rich soil, and 
produced fruit, a hundred or sixty   
or thirtyfold.  

            Matthew 13:7-8 



REFLECT 
Using the best seeds doesn’t always guarantee the best plants. 
An older Italian gentleman straight from Italy gave me these 
amazing tomato seeds that he claimed produced the best  
tomatoes ever grown.  Without doubt, the fruit he shared with 
me was a testament to that fact.  These tomatoes were amazing! 
I couldn’t wait until the next growing season to plant these seeds 
and harvest my own tomatoes.  The whole experiment ended up 
a failure.  I did everything the gentleman said, but my fruit didn’t 
even come close.  What happened?  At first I was perplexed, 
then some years later the light dawned.  The problem wasn’t the 
seeds, it was the soil! 

You cannot sow seeds in any old place and in a haphazard way 
and expect them to be at their best.  It doesn’t work that way. 
Planting the seeds is the easiest part.  Preparing the soil is the 
challenge.  Tilling, mulching, enriching, and building up the  
nutrients are all required for good fruit.  Then after the seeds are 
planted, more care is required in order to maintain that healthy, 
nutrient rich environment for those seeds to sprout, grow, and 
flourish.  God happily sows the seeds of his Word.  What do we 
do with them? 

If we expect to be a passive bystander and have good fruit  
magically grow, we are mistaken.  Bearing the good fruit of God’s 
Word requires preparation and work.  We have to cultivate the 
soil of our lives so that those seeds can find a proper home.  This 
one thing alone takes a great deal of patience, time, and effort. 
What kind of preparation have we put into our lives so that we 
can be a recipient of God’s seed?  It takes a great deal of soul-
searching and ego-checking to properly prepare.  God is the ever 
faithful and persistent sower.  If the seeds do not bear fruit the 
first time, God will come back time and time again, giving it  
another try. 

If we have created a suitable bed for sowing, then once the  
seed is sown, we must properly maintain them.  What is our 
maintenance plan for the seeds of God’s Word?  We need not 
only a source for water but a watering schedule.  We need to 
weed, aerate the soil, nurture the young plants, protect them, and 
provide proper nutrients.  What does our spiritual maintenance 
plan look like?  If we have done all things well, imagine what the 
seeds of God’s Word could produce in us!

FROM FR. GOLAS 
 It was a great joy to once again gather as a parish for Sunday 
Mass even with the guidelines to protect our health.  Mass is so 
central to our faith and nourishing our spiritual lives.  I am grateful 
for the many ways you have nourished your faith in these past 
few months.  I want to thank you for your continued financial 
support of the parish in these uncertain times.  

 Since the merger of the two churches into St. Jeanne Jugan 
Parish in June 2017, I have tried as much as possible to maintain 
and develop the existing parish schedule, programs, and  
organizations.  In some cases, no changes were made.  In other 
cases, efforts and programs were combined or changed to 
strengthen their viability.  With respect to the weekend Mass 
schedule, there were no changes made.  I have received  
comments since about the limitations of our present schedule.  
In addition, the Archdiocese is planning more consolidation of 
parishes with fewer priests responsible for more parishes or 
churches.  I have not heard of any plan for Enfield yet, but this 
process is underway in other parts of our diocese.  I have a major 
concern as Pastor that our present Mass schedule could not be 
handled by one priest if something unexpected happens.  I have 
consulted the Parish Council this past year and after a study by 
Deacon Vince Motto and Claire Bronson, a parish Trustee which 
recommended this new schedule, the Parish Council accepted 
and approved a new Mass schedule.  Due to the restrictions of 
the pandemic, there was no opportunity to have a more broadly 
based discussion of it.  We are planning to implement this  
schedule in September 2020 to coincide with the opening of the 
Mass book for intentions at that time. 

 The new Mass schedule will be in effect beginning Labor Day 
weekend, September 5th/6th. 

 The new Mass Schedule is as follows:  

 Confessions will be on Saturdays at 3 pm at Holy Family Church 
and at 4 pm at St. Bernard Church.  If only one priest is available 
that weekend, these times will have to be to adjusted.  

 I hope that you understand the reason for these changes.  I 
am trying to serve the best interest of our parish of St. Jeanne 
Jugan.  I appreciate the support you all show for our parish, for 
Fr. Mathew and myself, and for each other.  You are what makes 
St. Jeanne Jugan Parish a wonderful and faithful parish.   

 Finally, I would like to thank all who have called to register 
for Mass since the reopening.  It is a new and temporary process 
that is needed until we can have more than 100 people at each 
Mass.  You have all been very understanding, patient, and kind 
to our staff as they navigate through this new process.  Please 
continue to register for Mass each weekend during this time.

REOPENING OF CHURCHES FOR WEEKEND MASSES IN 
THE ARCHDIOCESE OF HARTFORD 

As of Saturday, July 4, 2020, parishes were able to reopen for the public celebration 

of weekend Masses, provided that no more than a total of 100 socially distanced  

persons are present at a given Mass in keeping with the limitation currently set by 

the State of Connecticut.  All previously set requirements for weekday Masses will 

still be observed during weekend Masses.  This includes the wearing of masks while in 

church and the limitation on singing, which may be done by a cantor but will not  

include participation by the congregation. 

In an effort to maintain no more than 100 people at each Mass,  

you will need to call the rectory during office hours to register for Mass.   

Holy Family Church office hours are Monday through Friday, from 9 am to 4 pm 

and St. Bernard Church office hours are Monday through Thursday from  

9 am to 3 pm and Fridays from 9 am to noon.   

The dispensation from the Sunday obligation granted to all Catholics of the  

Archdiocese of Hartford by Archbishop Leonard P. Blair has been extended through 

Sunday, September 6.  The elderly, the sick, those who care for someone who is  

vulnerable, or those who are fearful or anxious are encouraged not to attend or feel 

obligated to attend at this time.    

Live-streamed Masses, both daily and weekend, will continue on our website 

(sjjenfield.org) so that those who cannot attend will be able to participate and remain 

connected with the parish. 

If you decide to attend Mass, please be charitable by protecting others and yourself.  

Please read and follow the guidelines below. 

• If you or someone in your household is ill, especially with fever or flu-like 

symptoms or conjunctivitis, please do not enter the church. 

• At all times, including entering and exiting the church, practice social distancing 

by staying at least 6 feet from people who do not live in your household. 

• You must wear a face mask or cloth face covering. 

• Do not shake hands with others. 

• Use hand sanitizers. 

• Do not congregate to socialize before or after Mass.
