Then they
opened their treasures and offered him gifts of gold,

“Where is that thing?” mumbled Bob as he searched frantically
on his dimly lit desk for the current electric bill. “I know I put it

right on top of these papers this morning!” Growing in frustration
and bordering on anger, he flies stuff around, moves books and
opines why simple tasks need to be so hard. Enter his wife, who
calmly says, “Maybe it would help if you put the light on, dear.”
The desk light goes on and lo and behold, there is the electric bill
right where Bob left it earlier. All it took was a little light!

We stubbornly refuse to turn on the lights! Either we are
distracted, determined, disinterested, preoccupied, stubborn,
apprehensive, or all of the above. Or perhaps, we fail to do the
obvious. We would rather live our lives with the dimmest of
lights or even in total darkness. Why are we afraid to do some-
thing so that we can actually see? It might help us to find quick-
er and better answers to problems, the meaning of life, relation-
ships, happiness, and what is ultimate truth. Yet, we stumble
along, moving things from one side to the other, getting angry,
feeling cheated, being unsettled, resigning ourselves to the ago-
ny of defeat once again.

“And behold, the star that they had seen at its rising preceded
them, until it came and stopped over the place where the child
was.” The light has come into the world in the person of Jesus
Christ! We no longer have to fumble in the darkness. We have
been gifted with the illumination we need to see our way
through things and find what we really are looking for. All these
years later, however, so many are still reluctant to accept him.
Perhaps they are unconvinced, disinterested, preoccupied,
stubborn, apprehensive, or all of the above. Everyone has their
own reason for not wanting to turn on the switch.

But there are so many answers to so many of our problems in
this humble Child of Nazareth. A simple birth teaches us about
God’s tender wedded relationship with humanity. It speaks to
the expanse of God’s salvation across the globe, and the incarnate
Divine wonders and blessings that are a part of our life moment
to moment. It calls us to understand the design of world order
God intended as found in the Beatitudes, the sacredness of every
human life and all of creation and the meaning of things we
struggle with most, like suffering and death. We have a lot of
Good News to share, not just with a privileged few but with all
the world. All races and creeds can receive God’s healing word.
God continues to manifest himself even now! Use the light to
find what you are really looking for!

ARE YOU BEING CALLED?

A Message from Father Michael Casey, Vocation Director

“It was not you who chose me, but | who chose you and appointed you to go and bear fruit that will remain.” (John 15:16). The call of
the Lord Jesus to serve him in the Holy Priesthood arises directly from the love of his Sacred Heart. He is still calling many more men
today to leave their worldly desires and ambitions behind and set out on the great adventure of the Catholic Priesthood, to dedicate
their lives to the glory of God and the salvation of souls.

A call to the priesthood usually begins with some attraction to priestly life and ministry, a call to give oneself to God in a deeper, more
radical way.

ARCHDIOCESE OF HARTFORD

Parishes are open for the public celebration of weekend Masses, provided that no more
than a total of 100 socially distanced persons are present at a given Mass in keeping

with the updated limitation set by the State of Connecticut, which went into effect on
November 6, 2020. All previously set requirements will still be observed during both
weekday and weekend Masses. This includes the wearing of masks while in church and
the limitation on singing, which may be done by a cantor but will not include participation
by the congregation.

The dispensation from the Sunday obligation granted to all Catholics of the Archdiocese of
Hartford by Archbishop Leonard P. Blair extends through Tuesday, February 16, 2021. The
elderly, the sick, those who care for someone who is vulnerable, or those who are fearful or
anxious are encouraged not to attend or feel obligated to attend at this time.

Live-streamed Masses, both daily and weekend, will continue on our website
(sjjenfield.org) so that those who cannot attend will be able to participate and remain
connected with the parish.

If you decide to attend Mass, please be charitable by protecting others and yourself.
Please read and follow the guidelines below.

e If you or someone in your household is ill, especially with fever or flu-like
symptoms or conjunctivitis, please do not enter the church.

e At all times, including entering and exiting the church, practice social distancing by
staying at least 6 feet from people who do not live in your household.

e You must wear a face mask or cloth face covering. The proper way to wear the
mask effectively is to have the mask cover both your nose and mouth.

e Do not shake hands with others.

e Use hand sanitizers.

e Do not congregate to socialize before or after Mass.

YEAR OF SAINT JOSEPH: DECEMBER 8, 2020 - DECEMBER 8, 2021

On Tuesday, December 8th, the Solemnity of the Immaculate Conception of the Blessed
Virgin Mary, Pope Francis proclaimed that the next 12 months will be a Year of Saint Joseph.
The pope made the announcement on the 150th anniversary of Pope Pius IX’s proclamation
of Saint Joseph as Patron of the Universal Church. In addition to an Apostolic Letter from
the Holy Father entitled Patris Corde, an official decree was promulgated by the Apostolic
Penitentiary establishing the Year of Saint Joseph so that every member of the faithful,
following Saint Joseph’s example, may strengthen their life of faith daily in the complete
fulfillment of God’s will.

The decree added that to mark the year the pope had granted special indulgences to
Catholics who recite any approved prayer or act of piety in honor of Saint Joseph, noting
the current health emergency and extending the indulgence in a particular way to the
elderly, the sick, the dying, and all those who for legitimate reasons are unable to leave
the house. To reaffirm the universality of Saint Joseph’s patronage in the Church, the
decree also encouraged prayers and pious acts during the year on days specially connected
to Saint Joseph, including: the Solemnity of Saint Joseph the Husband of Mary, the Feast
of Saint Joseph the Worker, the Feast of the Holy Family, Saint Joseph Sunday in the
Byzantine tradition, and the 19th of each month and every Wednesday (days dedicated to
the saint in the Latin tradition).

May we use the next 12 months in particular to “grow in devotion to the Patron of the
Universal Church” (Redemptoris Custos, Pope Saint John Paul II).
