UNDERSTANDING THE SCRIPTURE

We often come to life expecting all of the pieces of
the puzzle to nicely fit together. We want and expect
harmony, order, and fairness, the achievement of
rewards for good behavior, good health, and
happiness. We can more easily accept death when

it comes naturally after a good long life, but have a
real difficulty comprehending the meaning of it all
when it is cut short. Willing to put in a good measure
of effort, we desire positive results. When things go
wrong and life gets hurtful, unjust, and downright
ugly, we become unsettled and can quickly fall into
despair. This is especially true if we are people of
faith who believe in a God who sees things on our
terms and works in favor of our life agenda. What
happens to our faith when we find ourselves sitting
in a mess?

Does it help to know that God understands and that
hardship, failure, disappointment, injustice,
confusion, and all of life’s ugliness do not make

faith irrelevant or irrational? God is wonderfully and
surprising creative! He turns the tables on not only
our understanding of life, but of what it means to be
a king. God sends us a king who is not exempt from
life’s ills but embraces them. The king that God gives
to us knows what it means to be poor, suffer insults,
be ridiculed, face rejection, endure suffering, be
betrayed, and face a most unjust and horrific death.
This is our king. Jesus is not a king of prestige or
grandeur but a king who brings light to darkness,
hope to despair, sinners to mercy, and new life out
of death. Christ dances before us pleading with us
to hold on, cling to love, avoid being negative, stop
feeling cheated, and be strong in faith! There may
be hardship and disappointment now but there are
more surprises to come.

Once we understand this truth, we will also
understand that we are on a most incredible and
awesome universal journey to Christ and becoming
one in Christ. We all carry within us the image of
God, the image of our suffering king. The One who
lives in us also lives in all of our brothers and sisters.
Failing to see this universal Divine Presence in all is
one of the greatest mistakes we can make, for we
also fail to see God, our king, as well. There are many
things that can bring hardship to life. If we keep our
head about us and do not lose hope, we can
persevere and strive for the greatest degree of
justice possible. Even though there are ample things
that can challenge our faith, we also know that our
deepest joy comes from union with God and our
brothers and sisters. One day, the fullness of that joy
will be ours to have when we are all eternally one
with Christ our King forever.

SCRIPTURE

"You are a king, then!" said Pilate. Jesus answered, "You are right in saying | am a king. In fact, for this reason | was born, and for this |
came into the world, to testify to the truth. Everyone on the side of truth listens to me." John 18:37

The crown is a symbol of power and authority. Who do you know that wears a crown? (Pause for responses.) A king or queen wears a
crown, right? Being a king is different from being the president of a country. A president is elected by the people, but a king isn’t elected,
he is born to be king.

Have you seen the movie "The Lion King?" As a lion, Simba was born to be the "King of the Beasts." Simba sings, "I Just Can't Wait to Be King."
Simba was anxious to become king because he didn't want anyone telling him what to do. He also wanted to tell everyone else what to do.

Simba had a poor idea of what it means to be a king. The real role of a king is to look after the needs of his people. A good king is more
concerned with caring for his people than he is in being served.

During His last days on earth, Jesus was arrested and put on trial. When asked if He was a king, Jesus answered, "You are right in saying | am
a king. In fact, for this reason | was born, and for this | came into the world." (Pass around the crown).

Yes, Jesus was a king, but unlike Simba, He was only interested in doing the will of His Father, God. He was born to be king, but His kingdom
is not on this earth -- it’s in heaven. He only came to earth to make a way for us to live with Him in heaven.

Jesus "just can't wait to be your king." He has invited you to enjoy eternal life in His heavenly kingdom. Will you crown Him as your King?

Heavenly Father, we thank You for sending Your Son to be our Lord and King. Help us today, and every day, to honor Him, obey Him, and
follow His will for our life. In Jesus' name, amen.
