UNDERSTANDING THE SCRIPTURE

As a kid | remember looking at my sister and
thinking, “No man is ever going to marry
her. She is way too...my sister!” | couldn’t
see her as anything except my goofy,
emotional, cooties-laden sister. Years later,
on her wedding day, | remember seeing how
her husband looked at her, he was totally

in love with her, his watery eyes full of
overwhelmed joy, drinking in her beauty
and grace. He was the one who actually

saw her. Blinded by familiarity, | had not
been able to see her until now. She was
glorious. | finally saw how beautiful my
sister really was.

Jesus is transfigured before Peter, James,
and John. His face shone like the sun and His
clothes dazzle with heavenly light. If it's a
miracle, it is so related to the apostles’
perception of the glory of Jesus. The physical
spectacle reveals how the Father perceives
the Son, so to speak: “This is my beloved
Son, with whom | am well-pleased; listen to
Him.” The Son is always bathed in the
Father’s love. It’s only just now that they
finally perceive it.

Who could possibly give his or her heart
totally to Jesus? If we perceive Him to be
just another teacher, symbol, or moral
example, we can’t. But if the Holy Spirit
gives us eyes to see that He is the Beloved
Son of God, who makes our humanity not
just pleasing to God but filled with glory ...
then who can resist Him? Perhaps only the
lovers are the ones who properly see.

THEME OBJECTS SCRIPTURE

Jesus’ face shows the glory of God. Ziploc bag, 1/3 cup baby oil, glow-in-the-dark craft paint, and a flashlight. [ Matthew 17:1-9

DISCUSSION

(Mix a quarter cup warm water with 1 teaspoon of glow in the dark paint. Mix until the paint is fully incorporated. Fill the
Ziploc bag one-third full of baby oil. Seal the bag tightly.)

In today’s Bible lesson, something happened that is called “transfiguration.” Transfiguration means a complete change
of appearance to be more beautiful. We’re going to use this bag to help us learn about transfiguration. (Show kids the
bag of oil.)

The Bible tells us that one day Jesus took three of His disciples, Peter, James, and John, and went up on a mountain
to pray.

As Jesus prayed, His face was changed and His clothes became a dazzling white. (Open the bag and pour the paint into it.
Seal the bag tightly again.)

Suddenly, Moses and Elijah appeared and began talking to Jesus. Peter and the others had fallen asleep and when they
woke up, they saw Jesus and the other two talking. (Mix the paint and oil.) They were amazed at that wonderful sight!

(Turn off the lights. And turn on the blacklight flashlight to show the paint in the bag.) What an experience! Do you know
what caused the face of Jesus to be changed and His clothes to become dazzling white? It was because they were in the
presence of God!

(Turn the lights on and the flashlight off.) The Apostle Paul said in a letter he wrote to the church at Corinth, "For God, who
said, 'Let there be light in the darkness,' has made this light shine in our hearts so we could know the glory of God that is
seen in the face of Jesus Christ."

You and | have many wonderful experiences in our daily walk with Jesus. Others can see that we have the love of Jesus in
our heart by seeing His reflection shining bright in us!

Dear God, we thank You for the joy we experience in Jesus Christ. Help us reflect that joy in our bright, shining faces. In
Jesus' name, Amen.

HOW TO REPORT AN INCIDENT OF SEXUAL ABUSE TO THE ARCHDIOCESE OF HARTFORD

If you have knowledge or suspect that a minor or vulnerable adult (an adult with an intellectual disability) has been sexually abused, in
any manner, by personnel of the Archdiocese of Hartford, you are urged to report this information to:

In addition, you will be asked to follow up in writing with a detailed description of the facts involved in the incident. Specifics of this
written report can be found in the Policies and Procedures of the Archdiocese of Hartford Relating to Allegations of Sexual Misconduct
Involving Minors and Vulnerable Adults. This document is also available online at www.archdioceseofhartford.org. The Archdiocese of
Hartford will report any and all incidents to the proper civil authorities.

Mandated reporters in the State of Connecticut are required by law to report any incident of sexual abuse involving a minor or
vulnerable adult. We encourage any Non-Mandated persons to report such incidents to the proper authorities as well. We support
your right to do so.

Incidents involving sexual abuse of minors (persons under the age of 18) should be reported to:
State Department of Children and Families Care-line | 1-800-842-2288

Incidents involving sexual abuse of vulnerable adults aged 18 — 59 should be reported to:
Connecticut Department of Developmental Services — AID Division for Persons with Intellectual Disabilities | 1-844-878-8923

Incidents involving sexual abuse of vulnerable adults aged 60 and over should be reported to:
Department of Social Services for the Elderly | 1-888-385-4225

Once a written report of an incident of sexual abuse of a minor or vulnerable adult has been received, an investigation will be
undertaken by, or on behalf of, the Archdiocese of Hartford.
