Jesus is capable of giving us rest because He
is the one who forever reposes in the heart
of God the Father. He is “yoked” to the
Father in his divinity. But He is humbly
“yoked” to us, sharing in our humanity.

The good news, my fellow tired-out friends:
we don’t have to despair in our burdens and
exhaustion, no matter how heavy they feel.
This week, join me in opening our hearts to
hear Him say to us, “Come! | will give you
rest.” We come to Him in the Church,
Eucharist, the Scriptures, prayer, in the
poor. There He will give us rest .
