UNDERSTANDING THE SCRIPTURE

Recently | watched a bunch of YouTube videos
on how to optimize willpower in the face of
weakness. The message was: do not accept your
weakness. Crush it. Dominate it. In one video,
however, at the end of a rant by a willpower
coach, the muscular stoic admitted, “You'll
never actually get what you want, no matter
how hard you try.” Amazingly, he admitted

that willpower alone is not sufficient for us
weak-willed humans.

What does God want us to do with our
weaknesses, if crushing them with willpower
won’t work? For example, what should | do with
my tendency to arrogance and self-isolation?
Or my procrastination? Or my intellectual and
physical limitations? Or my selfishness?

The counter-intuitive answer is clear in this
week’s words from St Paul, “I will rather boast
most gladly of my weaknesses in order that the
power of Christ may dwell in me (2 Cor. 12:9).”
Boast of our weaknesses? Paul isn’t promoting
weak-mindedness or laziness. Rather, he
perceives that Jesus loves us not despite our
weaknesses but because of them. Boasting of
our weakness means claiming human will is not
all we have. It means turning to God whenever
we feel weak, which—let’s face it—is almost all
the time. When we do, we learn to love our
weaknesses, because it’s there that we meet
the strength of Christ. This week, | challenge

us to find ways to boast not in willpower but

in weakness.

MARANATHA CARING MISSION

Maranatha Caring Mission was established to provide free medical clinics in the developing countries, feed the hungry, clothe the
naked, provide clean water to the thirsty, and other works as the Spirit directs. It is in keeping with the injunction of our Lord Jesus in
Matthew 25:40 “whatever you do to the least of my brethren that you do unto me.” Our mission at Maranatha is to share the love of
Jesus and reach out to the poor. The first clinic was established on November 12, 2016, in Umueje, Anambra State, Nigeria. The people
in this area are predominately peasant farmers who live in impoverished, unhealthy conditions, and lack health care. The peasant
farmers produce rice and cassava with very crude implements and during the harvesting season their eyes are often affected. This

damages the lens and leads to traumatic cataracts.

Eye disease is very prevalent in this area and many suffer from CATARACTS. Umueje and the surrounding communities are riverine and

RIVERBLINDNESS is prominent due to water parasites.

Maranatha has provided free medical care to 68,980 patients and performed 570 free CATARACTS and PTERYGIUM surgeries. We also
perform other surgeries including APPENDECTOMY, HERNIORRHAPHY, HYDROCELECTOMY, FIBROID and even more. From September
24, 2020, we have delivered 517 babies for the greater glory of God and because you CARE and TOGETHER, we CARE!

At the moment, there are 350 patients on the waiting list for cataract surgeries and 90 patients on the waiting list for Herniorrhaphy

and Hydrocelectomy. It costs equivalent of $100 to perform one cataract surgery and $20.00 to provide one month of eye care after
the cataract surgery. One Appendectomy or Herniorrhaphy costs $50.00 and it costs $150.00 to perform one Fibroid surgery to help a

woman regain her health.

Please, we need your HELP to continue to provide free medical care to these impoverished patients on the
waiting list who desperately have great need for CATARACT SURGERIES and other surgeries. We need your

financial support so that these patients will regain their eyesight and
-being of the sick and poor.
